An economy’s output of
goods and  services
(GDP) depends on its
quantity of inputs. They
are called the factors of
production. Usually
economists regard such
factors as Capital and
Labor. GDP also
depends on its ability to
turn inputs into output,
as represented by the
production function.

Explain the difference between
government purchases and transfer
payments. Give examples of each.

Government purchases
are the type of
government  spending
which are made in
exchange for some of
the economy’s output of
goods and services. For
example: building roads
and other public works
or the services of
government employees.
These purchases are
only one type of
government  spending.
The other type is
transfer payments to
households, such as
welfare for the poor and
Social Security
payments for the elderly.
Unlike government
purchases, transfer
payments are not made
in exchange for some of
the economy’s output of
goods and services.
