Sovereignty means the
right to independence. A
sovereign state has the
right to make and
implement various
economic and political
decisions  independently
and independently of the
opinions of the
governments of  other
states. The sovereign
consumer also has the right
to make autonomous and
independent decisions
about how to dispose of his
economic resources, as
well as how to use his
money income.

Just as other countries
cannot impose their will on
a sovereign state, so
producers in a market
economy cannot force the
consumer to buy those
goods and services that he
does not want to consume.

Does government intervention
always increase efficiency when
purely market mechanisms fail?
Many people, without hesitation,
assume that "the state acts in the
public interest." But is it? Does it
always work like this?

In some cases, state
intervention may lead not
to an increase, but, on the
contrary, to a decrease in
economic efficiency. Let
us suppose that we define
the public interest as what
would be desirable for
everyone if he had
sufficient information and
could judge impartially.

However, can we assert
that the actions of state
bodies will be based on
sufficient information and
impartial judgments?

We know that great
informational difficulties
arise in situations with
externalities. It is very
difficult to quantify these
latter in most cases. Due to
the inevitable errors in
such an assessment, state
intervention in the
operation of the market
mechanism 1is sometimes
excessive: fines, tax rates
and subsidies can be
greatly inflated, which
leads to a decrease in
economic efficiency.

Even  assuming  that
legislators rely on
sufficient information in
choosing their actions, can
we assume that they will
act solely in the public
interest? Note that
economic regulation on
behalf of the state is
carried out by officials, i.e.
ordinary people who in
their actions can be guided
by personal interests, often
different from public ones.

For example, an
entrepreneur wants to produce
slide rules. But consumers do not
want to use them - they prefer
calculators.

The model of market regulation
requires every citizen of working
age to independently and
constantly resolve issues of their
economic behavior, to bear full
responsibility for the fruits of such
decisions. Many people are
naturally or bred to be afraid of
this combination of total freedom
and total responsibility. It is easier
for them when everything is
determined for them by someone
“from above”, whom they can
blame for all their troubles and
failures. Such people, and there
are always a lot of them in any
country, can sacrifice their
economic freedom for the sake of
getting rid of the need to make
their own decisions.
