LONDON The oldest Football Association Cup goes on sale at Christie’s auction this weekend.

A Cup that the Football Association presented to the winning teams between 1896 and 1910 goes on
sale. It is not the first FA cup. A thief stole the first cup from a shop window in Birmingham in 1895.
This second cup went to Lord Kinnaird in 1911 to celebrate his 21% anniversary as President of the
Football Association. It is made of silver and experts say its price may reach a record €300,000.
