School Education in Russia

Most schools in the Soviet Union were state schools. Only very few children or the most talented
ones could choose a school to go to. Now in Russia most children also go to their local schools. But at
the same time there is a choice of private schools. According to officials, Moscow has nearly one half
of the private schools of the country.

According to the same officials, most of the private schools (lyceums and gymnasiums) offer
more activities and courses than state schools. They include foreign languages training, computer
courses, horse riding, dancing.

In 2000 there were approximately 14,000 children to 7,000 teachers in the private schools of
Moscow. At the same time in the state sector the classes were large and there was a shortage of
teachers there.

But the tuition fees in private schools are very high. As a result, most of the expensive private
schools do not have enough pupils, and they cannot choose them on the basis of their knowledge and
abilities, as it was in the USSR. And one more important for Russian private schools is in finding the
right kind of teachers. Sometimes even the most qualified teachers have troubles with the new
approach to teaching and cannot create the right relationship between a parent, a pupil and a teacher.

The Uspensky Cathedral.
It was built in 1479 and it is the oldest temple of Sobornaya Square. Its powerful
volume crowned with 5 golden cupolas seemed to symbolise the strength of the
reviving united state. It is notable for the strictness and splendour of its forms.

The Blagoveshchensky Cathedral.
It was built in the 16 century as a part of the Princes palace complex, and it was the
home church of the Moscow tsars. In the deep ground floor of the temple the
Prince's treasury was kept. The cathedral was connected with the front and the
dwelling apartment of the palace through covered passages. The oldest iconostasis
in Russia is situated here.At first there were 3 cupolas, then Ivan the Terrible
changed its image and 4 small one cupola churches were built. At the same time 2
more cupolas appeared over the central part of the cathedral.
How many cupolas are there now ? (9)

The Arkhangelsky Cathedral.
It was built in 1508. Grand Princes and Russian tsars were buried there. So it is
called the cathedral-necropolis. Before big military campaigns and after successful
battles the Moscow princes came there to honour the remains of their ancestors, to
ask for their blessings and to praise the courage of Russian warriors.
There are 46 tombs (among them : Ivan Kalita, Ivan the Terrible, his sons,ets.
Boris Godunov was buried there for some time. Dmitry Samozvanets ordered to
dig him out and rebury.

The Belfry of Ivan the Great.
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It was built in 1508.The height of the buildings is 60 and 81 meters. The walls are
from 5 to 2.5 metres thick .
Near the Belfry stands the Tsar — Cannon — one of the wonders of military
technology of the 16 century. The gigantic gun has a length of 5.35 meters and
weighs 40 tons. In ancient times the cannon stood at Red Square to defend the
Kremlin.

(It never took part in military actions and never
fired a single shot .)
Near The Tsar Cannon lie cast- iron balls, each of which weighs 1 ton.
Near the foot of the Belfry of lvan the great is the famous Tsar Bell. The biggest
bell in the world weighs 200 tons. It is over 6 meters high and has a diameter of 6.6
meters. It was made in the Kremlin in 1735.

Granovitaya Palata.
It was built in 1491. It was the ceremonial throne hall where receptions of foreign
ambassadors, state conferences were held. Different important events were
celebrated there.

Khanate to Russia.)

The Patriarch's Palace.
It was built in the 17" century. It was the residence of the head of the Russian
Orthodox. Now there is a museum of art and lifestyle in the 17" century's Russia.
There are samples of clothes , dishes , clocks , books , furniture and so on.

The Kremlin Grand Palace.
It was built in 1838- 1849 on a place where the mansions of Grand Princes and
Tsars were traditionaly built. It was the moscow residence of Russian Emperors.

The Armoury.
It is the oldest and the biggest museum of arts and crafts of our country. It
appeared in the 16" century.

Red Square.

Along the eastern wall of the Kremlin lies Krasnaya Square or Red Square. In the 15
century it was «Torg» , the main city market and public center of Moscow. In
the 16" century it changed its name to Troitskaya because of the church of Trinity
that once stood on it. And in the 17" century took the name «Krasnayay.

The main tower of the Kremlin is the Spaskaya. There is a clock on the top of it.
The mechanism of the clock occupies 3 storeys of the tower and weighs 25 tons.

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What Foreign Tourists Can See in Moscow?

Moscow is the capital of Russian Federation. It is the largest political, scientific,
cultural and industrial center of the country. It is one of the most beautiful cities in the
world. The population of Moscow now is more than 11 million people.

Moscow stands on the banks of the Moskva River. The city was founded by the
prince Yuri Dolgoruky in 1147. Now let’s have a tour about Moscow.

Kremlin and the Red Square are the most interesting and important places of
Moscow. They are situated in the very center of the city. The Red Square is the main
square of our country. It is a favourite place of tourists and a main place of helding of
parades, meetings and different perfomancies.

The Kremlin was built in 1156 and was an important fortress of the city and the
home of Tsars. The Kremlin has a red brick wall, up to 21 m height with 19 towers that
surrounds palaces, cathedrals and other monuments. The Great Kremlin Palace (1849) is
the most impressive structure inside. Other Famous Kremlin Palaces are the
Granovitaya Palace (1491) and the Terem (1636).

The bell tower of Ivan the Great has the height of 98 metres. On a nearby pedestal is
the Tsar Bell (nearly 200 tons), one of the largest in the world. The Tsar Cannon is older
than the Tsar Bell. It was made in 1586 by Andrei Chochov and weights 40 tons.

The most important clock tower of the Kremlin is Spasskaya Tower. It also serves
as a symbol of our country.

Among many cathedrals are the Cathedral of the Assumption and the Archangel
Cathedral with five gilded domes, and the Cathedral of Annunciation (13-14™ century)
with nine gilded domes.

Now the Kremlin is the residence of the Russian President. The modern Kremlin
Palace of Congresses was built in 1961.

Moscow has 75 museums and a lot of art galleries. It is also a scientific center of
the country. Moscow State University is the largest in Russia. Established in 1755 it
amounts over 28,000 students. Over 1200 libraries operate in Moscow. The Moscow
Circus is one of the finest in the world.

The Red Square is famous for the State Historical Museum, St.Basil’s Cathedral
and the Monument to Minin and Pozharsky. The State Historical Museum attracts many
students, studying Russian history. St.Basils’s Cathedral, a masterpiece of Russian
architecture was built in 1561 to celebrate Russian victory over Kazan kingdom. It has
coloured domes, stands at the end of the Red Square. The Monument to Minin and
Pozarsky was erected in 1818 in to commemorate the liberation of the Russian land
from foreign invaders.

The monument to prince Yuri Dolgoruky — the founder of Moscow. In 2018 year
we celebrate 871% anniversary of the foundation of Moscow.

Museums, art galleries, theatres and monuments make Moscow a global cultural
centre. Every day thousands of people visit the State Tretyakov Gallery and the Pushkin
Museum of Fine arts. Crowds of people visit them admiring beautiful pictures of
Russian painters.
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Moscow theatres are famous all over the world. The capital has more than 40 drama
and musical theatres. The Bolshoi Theatre is the well-known all over the world.
Ostankino Television Tower with the revolving restaurant is the highest tower in the
capital. It is 533 metres tall.

Moscow Undeground is the most beautiful in the world. Its marble-walled stations
are like the underground palaces.

The Moscow Kremlin

At the heart of the city stands the Kremlin. This old fortress was the centre of the
Soviet Union's government until that nation was dissolved in 1991. Since then, it has
been the centre of the Russian government. Inside its walls, which extend almost 11.2
miles (2.4 kilometres), are beautiful cathedrals and palaces, as well as government
buildings. Some of the cathedrals date from the 1400*8. Many czars are buried in the
Cathedral of the Archangel Michael.

The Grand Kremlin Palace was built in the early 1800 s as an imperial residence.
The building later was the meeting place of the Supreme Soviet, the parliament of the
Soviet Union. In 1992, Russia's Congress of People's Deputies met in the Grand
Kremlin Palace. The Palace of Congresses, built in 1961, is used for cultural
performances and government meetings and receptions. From 1961 to 1990, it also
housed Soviet Communist Party meetings.

The Kremlin has a long history as a seat of government in Russia. Beginning in
the 1100 s, when Moscow was the centre of one of many Russian states, its princes
ruled from the Kremlin. The Kremlin was the centre of czarist rule from the mid-1500s
until 1712, when Peter the Great moved the Russian capital to St. Petersburg.

Moscow and the Kremlin again became the seat of government in 1918, shortly
after the Communists took control of Russia. The Kremlin remained the seat after the
Communists formed the Soviet Union in 1922. With the break-up of the Soviet Union in
1991, the Kremlin became the seat of government of an independent Russia.

The Kremlin is a triangular enclosure extending almost 11.2 miles (2.4 kilometres)
around. Views of the Kremlin can be breathtaking. Especially impressive are its gilded
domes, its tapered gate towers, and the contrast between the threatening boundary wall
and the richness and intricacy of the interior. The variety of styles and lavish decoration
give an impression of powerful magnificence. Today, many Kremlin buildings serve as
museums. The Kremlins historical treasures include paintings, jewels, and crowns worn
by Russia's czars.

The first Kremlin on the site was built in 1156. The present Kremlin walls have
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stood since the late 1400's, when Moscow became the most powerful Russian city. At
that time, architects from northern Italy and from throughout Russia were called to work
on the Kremlin.

Italian architects built the Cathedral of the Assumption (1475-1479), the
Granovitaya Palace (1487-1491), the Bell Tower of Ivan the Great (1505-1508), and the
Cathedral of the Archangel Michael (1505-1509). The architects blended the Italian
Renaissance classical style with more traditional Russian forms, like those used in the
Kremlin's Cathedral of the Annunciation (1484-1489).

During the 1600's, the Kremlin's towers and buildings were enlarged and
redecorated. The major Kremlin buildings of this period are the Terem Palace (1635-
1636) and the Palace of the Patriarchs (1645-1655). In the 1700's and 1800's,
construction continued but in the baroque and later neoclassical styles. Notable
buildings from this period include the Arsenal (1702-1736), the Menshikov Tower
(1705-1707), the Senate (1776-1787), and the Grand Kremlin Palace (1838-1849).
Buildings added during the 1900's include the Presidium (1932-1934) and the Palace of
Congresses (1960-1961). The great hall of the Palace of Congresses houses government
meetings and performances of ballets and operas.
