We can compute GDP in two
ways. GDP is the total
income from the production
of goods and services, which
equals the sum of wages and
profit. GDP is also the total
expenditure on goods and
services. To compute GDP,
we can look at either the flow
of money from firms to
households or the flow of
money from households to
firms.

These two  ways  of
computing GDP must be
equal because the
expenditure of buyers on
products is, by the rules of
accounting, income to the
sellers of those products.
Every transaction that affects
expenditure  must  affect
income, and every
transaction  that  affects
income must affect
expenditure.

What determines the amount of
output an economy produces?

An economy’s output of
goods and services (GDP)
depends on its quantity of
inputs. They are called the
factors of  production.
Usually economists regard
such factors as Capital and
Labor. GDP also depends on
its ability to turn inputs into
output, as represented by the
production function.
