The year of 2021 marked a significant anniversary for the Department of Law of the Astrakhan State Uni-
versity. Twenty-five years ago, the Department of Law was separated from the structure of the Historical
Department.

Many of the region’s legal elite have graduated from the Department.

During its existence, the Department has trained and graduated more than 15,000 specialists with a law
degree. The Department is proud of its graduates, who include employees of the prosecutor’s office, ju-
dicial system, investigation committee, advocacy, executive authorities and local self-government, major
corporations, business representatives of the region and the country. It is an honor to be a graduate of the
Department of Law.

Today, there are six Chairs at the Department, to provide the learning and research activity: Chair of
Civil Law, Chair of Criminal Law, Chair of Corporate Law, Chair of State Legal Disciplines, Chair of
International Law, Chair of Theory & History of State & Law. There are more than five schools and sci-
entific fields within the Department: the School of Russian Constitutionalism, the School of Distressed
Assets Legal Regulation (jointly with PJSC Sberbank of Russia), the School of Environmental and Natural
resource law, the School of Oganisational Foundations of Anti-Corruption, and the School of Mediative
Resolution of Legal Conflicts and Comparative Law. Maintaining and supporting of leading scientific
schools ensures the scientific capability advancement, continuity of generations in the scientific commu-
nity, introduction of research results in the educational process, encouragement of chairs, research and
education centers and other scientific units of the University, further development of science and educa-
tion integration, transfer of research results into law-making and law-enforcement practice.

Our Department of Law has all the facilities needed to train qualified lawyers. Laboratories and a forensic
science room are materially and technically equipped. There are training areas, lecture and demonstra-
tion halls and a court sitting classroom. The classrooms are equipped with multimedia technology and
computers running legal databases.

The Department runs the Legal Advice Centre, which includes the Center of Mediation & Law and the
Junior Lawyer’s School. The School of International Business Etiquette and Protocol is the pride of the
Department.

The teaching staff consists of over fifty professors, including PhDs and Candidates of sciences, Honored
lawyers of the Russian Federation, honorary members of the Prosecutor’s Office and higher professional
education, and members Law Society of the Russian Federation.

The teaching staft of the Department possess not only a high professional level, but also an active civic
stand. Members of expert councils on the improvement of legislation and law enforcement practice, as
well as commissions for the qualification examinations are among its members.

The Department of Law cooperates closely with the Astrakhan city administration. One of the joint pro-
jects was the creation of a “Strategy for the Development of Municipalities in the Region”. As part of this
project, law professors and students monitored and analyzed the economic and political situation in the
region on the basis of existing federal and regional legislation. The outcome of the project was the con-
cept drafting of a particular municipality. This type of work gives the opportunity for the students of the
Department to put the theoretical knowledge they have acquired into practice.

The Department of Law is implementing “The School of Parliamentary Journalism”. It is a joint project
between the Astrakhan Regional Duma and the Astrakhan State University. A Youth Parliament has been
set up and operates directly with the Duma. This brunch also includes student representatives delegated
by the Department of Law. A joint project with the Astrakhan Regional Duma called “Model Federal
Assembly” is being planned. The students regularly participate in Astrakhan Regional Duma public hear-
ings in order to further implement this project.

One of the important activities of the Department is the development and strengthening of international
relations and relationships.

With the increasing role of globalization and integration in the world community, the Department of
Law is paying particular attention to developing research activities in the field of international coopera-
tion. The progress of this scientific activity of the Department of Law is evidenced by the organization
and participation in international scientific conferences and round tables. Teachers and students of the
Department took part in the international scientific-practical conference “Russia and the East. Learning
Society and Socially Sustainable Development of the Caspian Region” were the hosts of the international
round table “Security of the Caspian Region in the 21st Century”, which aimed to attract attention to the
security problems of the Caspian region through the exchange of views between scientists from Russia,
Iran, Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, representatives of state bodies and public organizations on a wide range of
threats that have arisen in the region in the 21st century.
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The digital economy is a reality of our time. It is not by chance that one of the national projects put for-
ward by Russian President Vladimir Putin is a project related to the digital development of Russia. The
world’s foremost scientists such as economists, engineers, mathematicians, physicists, IT specialists, bi-
ologists, chemists, doctors, lawyers, humanists of all disciplines, are actively debating this topic.

The topic of digitalisation is also quite relevant for the Caspian Sea region. The inhabitants of the Caspian
Sea region are building a united community together and are involved in working on economic, political
and integration issues and processes. The Convention on the legal status of the Caspian Sea, signed by the
presidents of the five Caspian Sea states, has made it possible to work more intensively in this direction.

The open communication platforms existing within the framework of this project allow the discussion of
the issues of cross-border cooperation of the Caspian Sea states in the development of digital economy,
digital technologies in education, science, business, cybersecurity in the virtual world, ethical and socio-
cultural aspects of the society digitalisation, legal education in the era of the digital revolution, etc.

The Department of Law is involved into the development of law digitalisation and economic manage-
ment, participates in the “University 20.35” project and is engaged in digital transformation. The develop-
ment of modern information and electronic technologies stimulates the work of the Department in this
direction. In particular, students and professors organized and actively participated in the International
scientific and practical conference “Electronic Culture and New Humanitarian Technologies of the 21st
Century”. This conference was officially supported by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of
the Russian Federation, Government of Astrakhan region, the St. Petersburg Institute for Informatics and
Automation of the Russian Academy of Sciences as well as many other Russian and foreign universities.
The conference covered such important issues as the development of information society, organization of
a unified international and regional educational space, and information security.

Despite its focus on international issues, the Department of Law is involved in research in the domestic
law issues and is actively working on organizing and hosting various conferences, competitions, brief-
ings, etc. and participating in them.

An important area of work is the Department members and students’ researches. Supervised by the De-
partment professors and practitioners, the students regularly participate and win prizes in intercollegiate,
all-Russian and international scientific conferences, in particular, the Moscow International UN Model
and the Philip C. Jessup International Law Moot Court Competition.

In recent years, the number of scientific publications in journals indexed in scientific databases, such as
Scopus, Web of Science and RSCI (Russian Science Citation Index) has significantly increased. The De-
partment members actively participate in national and international scientific events and provide staft
training on supplementary vocational education programmes.

We can’t but mention that the Department students organised the Astrakhan branch of the student youth
organisation RASSO (Russian Student Public Relations Association). The members of this organisation
took part in the Russian national PRKIT competition held in St. Petersburg. In addition, there was close
cooperation with the “Garant” Information and Legal Services Centre, which holds an annual competi-
tion among students called “Garant for Dynamic Professionals”

Future lawyers actively participate in foreign internships, scientific events - international, regional and
interuniversity conferences, round tables, seminars and student readings - held at the ASU Department
of Law.

The systematic work on the prevention of extremism and terrorism, fight against corruption through
various lectures and discussions, prevention videos, meetings with representatives of religious associa-
tions, consuls of foreign states, etc., is an important aspect of the everyday life of the Department.

Since its foundation, the Department has run a Legal Clinic at the Centre of Mediation and Law, in which
all participants of the educational process - undergraduate, graduate and postgraduate students and pro-
fessors of the Department - are involved. The activity of the Clinic is in demand, as the consultations are
conducted primarily for socially vulnerable groups of the population. In this way everyone can get free
legal assistance.

As part of the promotion of legal knowledge, employees and students of the Department of Law organise
meetings in secondary schools and vocational institutions in Astrakhan and the Astrakhan region. The
School of Young Lawyers where senior schoolchildren have an opportunity to study the basics of civil,
constitutional, criminal and other branches of Russian law actively operates, to consolidate their knowl-
edge through practices, business games, master classes. The project helps students and their parents to
thoughtfully choose their future profession and to improve their legal literacy.

All the Department students actively participate in researches, organised by the members of the Student
Scientific Society.

First of all, any learning should be socialized, and the acquired knowledge should be aimed at particular
actions of an undergraduate or a graduate student.

In order to actively involve students in extracurricular activities, develop leadership skills, educate a har-
moniously developed personality and create a corporate spirit, future lawyers effectively work in student
public associations of Astrakhan State University, such as “Klever” student club for teaching the first aid,
“ASU Youth Team of All-Russia People’s Front”, “Russian Youth Union’, “Intellectual Club of ASU”, “KVN
(Club of the Funny and Inventive People) Club’, etc. During the pandemic, the students of our Depart-
ment initiated the All-Russia campaign “Give Doctor a lift”, based on the results of which they were
awarded a letter of gratitude from President of the Russian Federation V.V. Putin.

Annual CDIO (Conceive - Design — Implement — Operate) socialization projects are organised at ASU
to bring learners together and enhance creativity.

The CDIO’s ideology is simple: students in the process of learning acquire not only theoretical knowl-
edge, but also practical skills in personal communication, professional activities, creating and manag-
ing products and systems, and developing their creative abilities. When talking about socialization, one
should not forget that this process is not only about developing creative abilities, but also about realising
one’s ideas, social mobility and, of course, the possibility to form a community.

As Russian President Vladimir Putin once stated: “The health of the nation is the most important task
of the state, it is impossible to solve other problems without solving it”. Students of our Department have
supported the President’s initiative and are following a healthy lifestyle by participating in ASU sports
events, in particular, in such projects as “Sports Socialization”, “100% Freshmen”, “Complete GTO (Ready
for Labor and Defense) Complex’, etc. Some of the graduated students and students of the Department
are world champions, Candidate for Master of Sports and Masters of sports, GTO badge holders, and
those who have achieved high results in various sports. Advocate work with students is carried out to
promote a healthy lifestyle in the framework of the Health Day, various thematic lessons and round tables
aimed at combating narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances abuse.

The Department pays special attention to the formation of our students’ civic attitudes. This is mani-
fested in the course of brain-rings (“Do you know the electoral law?”, “Law and youth”), open debates
(“Youth politics today”), joint quest with the electoral commission “Following the trail of elections”. The
