The issue of self-relationship is of great importance for many individuals and
social groups. Most people experience various problems related to low self-esteem, lack
of self-confidence, and issues in relationships with other people. Understanding how
family composition influences the development of self-relationship can help people bet-
ter comprehend themselves and their loved ones and also assists in identifying and ad-
dressing problems associated with low self-esteem [1].

Self-relationship refers to a person’s attitude towards themselves, encompassing
self-assessment and perceptions of one’s internal world, qualities, abilities, achieve-
ments, and shortcomings. Self-relationship includes both positive and negative people’s
attitude towards themselves, as well as conscious and unconscious perceptions and
analyses of one’s actions and thoughts.

The main objective of the research is to examine the dynamics of self-esteem in
different age groups and to identify the factors that have the most significant impact on
this process of self-esteem evolution. It is also necessary to understand the evolution of
self-relationship in various age groups because changes in the personal sphere occur
throughout people’s lives.

The study involved first and second-year students from Astrakhan Tatishchev
State University.

The study is based on the Self-Relationship Assessment Method (SRAM), a
standardized psychodiagnostic technique designed to identify the structure of an indi-
vidual’s self-relationship and characterize its components. Among these components
are aspects reflecting the level of a person’s positive attitude towards themselves, self-
acceptance with varying degrees of reflection of their own shortcomings and mistakes.
There are also components indicating the level of a person’s negative attitude towards
themselves and the level of internal conflict [2].

The method aims to identify the structure of an individual’s self-relationship and
assess the intensity of specific components within this connection: self-isolation, self-
assurance, self-direction, reflected self-relationships, self-esteem, self-blame, internal
conflict, and self-attachment.

Using the SRAM methodology, the peculiarities of self-relationships among stu-
dents are studied in various samples, including families with two parents and families
with a single parent. This helps understand how the family environment influences the
formation of students’ self-relationships and their ability to adapt to different situations.
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Studying the dynamics of self-relationships among students is essential for a
deeper understanding of the nuances of self-perception and self-esteem, leading to a
more profound understanding of oneself and others. Self-relationship is perceived in
the context of an individual’s perception of the meaning of “self” as an expression of
the generalized sense of “oneself”’. Understanding self-attitude is based on the concept
of self-awareness developed by V.V. Stolin, who identified three dimensions of self-
attitude: sympathy, respect, and intimacy.

When processing data, a special “key” is used, allowing the calculation of “raw”
scores [3]. The respondent’s answer matching the “key” is assigned as 1 point. First,
the matches of answers are counted according to the criterion “agree”, then — according
to the criterion “disagree”. The obtained results are summarized. Then, the sum of
“raw” scores for each scale is converted into ranges using a special table. These ranges
form the basis for interpretation.

Interpretation of the indicators depends on their intensity. Scores ranging from 1
to 3 are considered low, from 4 to 7 are considered moderate, and from 8 to 19 are
considered high.

Two-parent family

The obtained data show that students on a scale 1 “inner honesty” 6 participants
have a high level, and 23 ones have a moderate level. Accordingly, the majority of
participants (79%) possess moderate reflexivity and criticality. They can withhold im-
portant information neither from themselves nor others

It is observed that 7 participants have a high level, and 22 ones have a moderate
level on a scale 2 “self-confidence”. Therefore, the main part of the participants (76%)
exhibits a moderate level of self-confidence.

On a scale 3 “self-leadership” 7 participants show a high level, and 22 ones show
a moderate level. These indicators emphasize that the majority of participants (76%)
possess inner strength, although issues with self-regulation might arise.

On a scale 4 “mirror Self” 4 participants have a high level, and 25 ones have a
moderate level. Most students believe that their personality can evoke approval and
understanding in others.

On a scale 5 “self-value” 19 participants have a high level, and 10 ones have a
moderate level. This outcome reflects the interest of students (66%) in their own
“selves”, self-love, a sense of personal value, and simultaneously, the perceived value
of their “self” for others.

On a scale 6 “self-acceptance” 5 participants have a high level, 23 ones have a
moderate level, and 1 participant has a low level. The majority of participants (79%)
are friendly towards themselves and perhaps they are on the way to accept themselves.

On a scale 7 “self-attachment” 1 participant has a high level, 23 ones have a
moderate level, and 5 ones have a low level. 79% of the participants do not deny the
possibility of developing their “self”, changing themselves for the better.

On a scale 8 “internal conflict” 2 participants have a high level, 18 ones have a
moderate level, and 9 ones have a low level. The result of 62% of the participants indi-
cates increased reflection, deep self-awareness, awareness of their difficulties, and an
adequate self-image.

On a scale 9 “Self-accusation” 2 participants have a high level, 14 ones have a
moderate level, and 13 ones have a low level. The majority of participants (48%) con-
sider mistakes and failures to be an error of chance, not their own mistake.
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Single-parent family

The data obtained show that on a scale 1 “Inner honesty” 1 student has a high
level, and 13 ones have a moderate level. Consequently, the majority of participants
(93%) possess moderate reflexivity and criticality. They are able not to hide important
information from themselves and others.

It 1s observed that 1 participant has a high level, and 13 ones have a moderate
level on a scale 2 “Self-confidence”. Thus, the main part of the participants (93%) has
a moderate level of self-confidence.

On a scale 3 “Self-leadership” 3 participants show a high level, 10 ones show a
moderate level, and 1 participant shows a low level. From these indicators, it follows
that the majority of participants (71%) possess inner strength, although issues with self-
regulation might arise.

On a scale 4 “Mirroring Self” 5 participants have a high level, 6 ones have a
moderate level, and 3 ones have a low level. Most students believe that their personality
can evoke approval and understanding in others.

On a scale 5 “Self-value” 6 participants have a high level, and 8 ones have a
moderate level. This result reflects the interest of participants (57%) in their own selves,
suggesting they might be on the way to understand the value of their own personality.

On a scale 6 “Self-acceptance” 4 participants have a high level, and 10 ones have
a moderate level. The majority of participants (71%) are friendly towards themselves
and perhaps they are on the way of self-acceptance.

On a scale 7 “self-attachment” 4 participants have a high level, 9 ones have a
moderate level, and 1 participant has a low level. 64% of the participants do not deny
the possibility of developing their “self”, changing themselves for the better.

On a scale 8 “internal conflict” 1 participant has a high level, 12 ones have a
moderate level, and 1 participant has a low level. The result from 86% of the partici-
pants indicates increased reflection, deep self-awareness, awareness of their difficulties,
and an adequate self-image.

On a scale 9 “Self-accusation” 1 participant has a high level, 11 ones have a
moderate level, and 2 ones have a low level. The majority of participants (79%) con-
sider mistakes and failures to be a mistake of chance, and not their own mistake.

Thus, participants from two-parent and single-parent families have approxi-
mately similar results according to the SRAM method, except for the results on a scale
5 “self-value”. The majority of participants from two-parent families have a high level,
while those from single-parent families have a moderate level.

To sum up, family composition (two-parent/single-parent family) does not influ-
ence a person’s self-perception. This means that there are individuals who grew up in
single-parent families and have a confident and positive self-perception. Childhood ex-
periences, upbringing, social environment, and individual personality traits might have
a more significant impact on a personss self-perception. This can also help individuals
who live in single-parent families not to feel inferior or less successful than that of those
who live in two-parent families.
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The article discusses the results of a longitudinal study of creative imagination in primary
school age. The conducted research has shown that there is a positive trend in such factors as
fluency, flexibility, originality, sophistication, curiosity. To develop the creative imagination of
younger schoolchildren, it is necessary to create an atmosphere of comfort in the classroom, in-
volve and include younger schoolchildren in a variety of activities that require active use of imag-
ination, cause and strengthen children's emotionally positive attitude to the use of productive im-

Any training is connected with the need to imagine something, to imagine, to
operate with abstract images and concepts. All this cannot be done without imagi-
nation or fantasy. For example, children of primary school age really like to engage
in artistic creativity. It allows the child to reveal his personality in the most complete
and free form. All artistic activity is based on active imagination, creative thinking
[1]. These functions provide the child with a new, unusual view of the world. They
contribute to the development of abstract-logical memory and thinking, enrich his
individual life experience.
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The problem of developing imagination is not new. Teachers of all times have
focused their attention on this question, because it is believed that the importance of
the process of imagination in a person's life, his activity, is very great. Many educa-
tors, psychologists and other researchers (L.S. Vygotsky, S.L. Rubinstein, E.P. Tor-
rens, J.P. Guilford, etc.) note the important role of the developed imagination in var-
ious fields of human activity, for example, such as: artistic, literary. As well as in
scientific creativity, and in other types of human activity [2].

A situation becomes quite common in school education when a teacher, in an
effort to improve the quality of education, pays great attention to the formation and
development of students' thinking, but misses such an important aspect as the influ-
ence of developed imagination on learning ability [4]. As a result, children do not
know how to use their imagination productively to solve educational and creative
tasks. In addition, the manifestation of imagination in the form of fantasy, which is
so characteristic of children, is sometimes perceived negatively, defined as deliber-
ate lies or ignorance of the basic laws of nature, social rules. The result of this is
often the unwillingness or fear of the child to use imagination. But it is a good im-
agination that a student needs in order to cope with unexpected difficulties that re-
quire creative ingenuity, to solve non-standard tasks. This contradiction determined
the problem of our research: to determine the conditions conducive to the develop-
ment of the imagination of younger schoolchildren in the educational process [3].

We conducted a longitudinal study of the creative imagination of younger
schoolchildren in the municipal state educational institution "Kopanovskaya Basic
Secondary School named after the Hero of the Russian Federation N. Bairov". The
study involved students of the 4th "B" class [5].

At the ascertaining stage, we identified the level of imagination development
in students through diagnostic techniques.

1. "Verbal fantasy". The child is invited to come up with a story (story, fairy
tale) about a living being (human, animal) or about something else at the child's
choice and present it orally within 5 minutes. Up to one minute is allotted for invent-
ing the theme or plot of the story (stories, fairy tales), and after that the child starts
the story. The child's imagination is evaluated according to the following criteria:

1. The speed of the processes of imagination.

2. Unusual, original images.

3. The wealth of imagination.

4. Depth and elaboration (detail) of images.

5. Impressionability, emotionality of images.

The results are as follows: 2 people demonstrated a high level of imagination
development, which accounted for 22% of the total number of students; 4 people
turned out to be at the average level — 45%, 3 people — 33% at the low level [6]. A
very high and very low level of imagination development is not recorded in any
child. The diagnostic results are presented in the form of a diagram.

The study of individual features of imagination using a drawing technique: 2
people demonstrated the fourth (high) level, which was 22%; 5 people were at the
third (average) level — 56%; 2 people showed the second and first level, which was
22%. A very high level of imagination development is not recorded in any child.
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The game "Geometric Mosaic" has proven itself well in math lessons. We
offered to make an application of certain geometric shapes on our own.

Visual arts and technology lessons have a special potential for the develop-
ment of imagination. In these lessons, we used the task "Illustrating a rhyme". The
students were offered poems by Russian poets (A. Fet, S. Mikhalkov, B. Zahoder,
V. Stepanov, A. Barto, etc.). After listening to the poem, we asked them to concen-
trate and imagine the picture described by the author, and then make an illustration.

Another task was "Fabulous Animal". The children had to imagine an unusual
animal and then depict it.

In order to evoke and consolidate in children an emotionally positive attitude
to the use of productive imagination, to eliminate fear and uncertainty in the mani-
festation of fantasy, we used the following techniques:

"Emotional stroking" These techniques helped to express that the student must
cope with the task. This, in turn, inspires the child with confidence in his own
strength and capabilities. We encouraged the guys with phrases: "Y ou will definitely
succeed," "I don't even doubt the successful result."

At the end of the formative stage, we conducted a control diagnosis. We used
the same techniques as at the ascertaining stage.

Control stage

According to method 1, we received the following data: 4 people demon-
strated a high level of imagination development, which was 45%; 3 people showed
an average level — 33%, 2 students had a low level — 22%.A very high and very low
level of development is not recorded. The diagnostic results were processed and pre-
sented in the form of a diagram.

According to 2 methods: 3 students revealed the fourth (high) level, which
was 33%; 5 people were at the third (average) level — 56%, 1 person demonstrated
the second and first level — 11% of the total number of students. The diagnostic
results were processed and presented in the form of a diagram.

Next, we compared the results of the ascertaining and control stage. We can
say that there has been a positive dynamic in the development of imagination among
fourth grade students.

So, in the course of our research, we found out that the opinions of psycholo-
gists on the definition of the concept of "imagination" differ. Some authors claim
that imagination is the creation of new images, but not thoughts and ideas, while
others, on the contrary, believe that imagination is a process in which thoughts and
images are formed, as a result of which new objects and actions arise. After getting
acquainted with the points of view of famous psychologists, the definition of L.S.
was taken as the basis of our study. Vygotsky, who points out that imagination is the
ability of an individual from known elements of experience to create new combina-
tions of images and ideas under the influence of emotions.

The problem of imagination is as important as intercultural knowledge in com-
munication. "Communication largely depends on personal perception. Its effective-
ness depends on the degree of assimilation of basic cultural models by the interlocu-
tors. Each culture consists of national and international units. The implementation of
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intercultural communication involves the development of a new language code and a
new way of mental expression by which national culture is identified.” [7]

In the course of our work on the problem of research, we found out that at
primary school age, imagination, like other mental processes serving the educational
activity leading in this age period, begins to have an arbitrary, independent character.
Students are given various tasks in the learning process that require a creative ap-
proach to their implementation.

Having studied and analyzed the special literature on the research problem,
we concluded that in order to develop the creative imagination of younger school-
children, it is necessary to create an atmosphere of comfort in the classroom, involve
and include younger schoolchildren in a variety of activities that require active use
of imagination, to evoke and consolidate in children an emotionally positive attitude
to the use of productive imagination.

Peanuts are an important agricultural crop of the legume family. Its homeland
i1s South America, and now it is grown in Brazil, Europe, China, and a number of
other countries. This is an annual herbaceous plant, has three subspecies, but com-
mon peanuts are most common in Russia. Peanut seeds have a high nutritional value
and a rich chemical composition. The high content of basic vital amino acids brings
peanut proteins closer to animal proteins. Peanut seeds contain 40-60% high-quality
edible oil, 20-35% protein and up to 22% carbohydrates, significant amounts of vit-
amin B1 and E, as well as potassium, phosphorus and magnesium, as well as nitro-
gen-containing substances. Peanut oil is one of the richest vegetable sources of fatty
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acids, is used in confectionery, canning and margarine production and has good taste
qualities [3].

Seed refuses give starch flour, very similar to wheat, which is used in baking.
Peanut squeezes can also be used as livestock feed. In addition, peanuts, like all
legumes, fix nitrogen from the air at the expense of nodules, thereby enriching the
soil with nitrogen for subsequent crops. In the past few years, peanuts have become
a sought-after and promising crop for growing in our country.

Due to political problems and the imposition of sanctions on Russia, the country
has a problem of a shortage of nuts and peanuts for bakery and confectionery produc-
ers; therefore, farmers are beginning to show an increasing interest in this culture, and
think about expanding the production of peanuts in our country. Since peanuts are a
heat-loving plant, and for the ripening of beans it requires a long dry summer, it can
be grown in the south of Russia, where the climate is the warmest and driest, which
means that the most favorable conditions for this crop are formed [2].

Based on scientific research, it can be concluded that a number of the follow-
ing problems may be the reason for curbing peanut cultivation in Russia:

1. When cultivating peanuts, producers encounter plant damage with viruses
of alfalfa mosaics, and ordinary bean mosaics, which not only reduce the yield, but
also reduce the content of nutrients in peanut plants. The control of these viruses
entails a number of expensive elements, which include equipment for the thermal
inactivation of viruses in inoculum, the purchase and use of preparations (Pyrimor
0,05%) for the destruction of aphids-vectors of viruses, as well as preparations for
the alfalfa mosaic virus, preventive cleaning at seed sites and the removal of weeds-
reservants. Also common peanut diseases in the south of Russia are fusariosis and
ascochytosis, which require fungicides, seed pickling machines, and sprayers for
post-emergence treatment of vegetative plants [1].

2. The next problem may be the lack of the possibility of a high-quality agro-
chemical assessment of the soils of the site for the content of elements, which sub-
sequently affects the use and doses of fertilizers.

3. The costs of biologics and risotorfin, which improve the development of
nodules on peanut roots, and organic and mineral fertilizers, especially phosphorus
and potassium, without which it is impossible to obtain good peanut yields, should
also be taken into account. Growth regulators, which increase the number of fruits
on one plant, have an extremely good effect on yields.

4. In addition to the above, the lack of tools and equipment for high-quality
part-time production of peanut grain and storage facilities for its storage can be a
problem for many enterprises. Such pests as cotton scoop may appear on peanut
crops, for the control of which the biological drug Bracon must be used, and insec-
ticides such as Tsiperfos, Deltaphos, Avaunt and Coragen are needed in case of high
damage to crops.

It should be noted that the problem of peanut breeding in our country is the
creation of precocious varieties with high seed productivity and a high content of
oil, protein, resistant to diseases and pests, suitable for cultivation in specific condi-
tions. The analyses carried out by the selectors make it possible to judge that peanut
seeds differed significantly in chemical composition and sowing qualities [4].
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The smallest mass of 1000 seeds was formed in single-species peanut crops
in the Voronezh region — 315 g, which is less than the mass of seeds of Krasnodar
region by 26,7% and polyculture by 13,5-20,8%. However, no close relationship was
found between seed size, laboratory and field germination. In particular, peanut
seeds of Krasnodar region had a minimum field germination rate of 59,0% and were
4-26% inferior to other options. A positive relationship between the content of fat
and protein with the field germination of seeds has not been established. Full shoots
appeared after 12 days when peanuts from polyculture were used for sowing seeds,
peanuts + early ripening tomato, peanuts + potatoes — after 15 days, peanuts (single-
species sowing) of the Voronezh region — after 19 days, peanuts of the Krasnodar
region — after 23 days [5].

Subsequently, the active growth of biomass and the formation of an assimila-
tion apparatus were characterized by crops, the starting material for which was seeds
from peanut polyculture + early ripening tomato. By the beginning of flowering, they
formed a leaf surface area of 29,7 thousand, m2/ha, by the beginning of fruit formation
33,5 thousand m2/ha, by ripening 34,2 thousand m2/ha and exceeded other options
by 12,9-40,1%; 7,7-43,2 %; 5,2-37,9% by vegetation phases, respectively.

The duration of leaf operation in this version increased, which led to the for-
mation of the maximum photosynthetic potential — 445,5; 790,0; 1015,5 thousand
m2/ha-d. respectively, in terms of development phases and vegetation —2251,0 thou-
sand m2/ha-days. The excess of agrophytocenoses with starting material from seeds
of Krasnodar region was 40,1%; 41,7 %; 40,4% by development phase, respectively.

It should be noted that when using peanut seeds from polyculture peanuts +
early ripening tomato to form agrophytocenosis in legume plants, the best symbiotic
apparatus was formed in all phases of producer development.

Ultimately, the highest yield of peanut reproductive organs was formed when
used for sowing seeds from polyculture peanuts + early ripening tomato. The yield
of beans in this version reached 2,0 t/ha and exceeded other crops by 5,3%, peanuts
of the Krasnodar region by 11,1%. The yield of seeds in this version was 75,0% and
exceeded other versions by 1,8-3,9%.

The fat content in the seeds reached 52,3%, which is 2,2-5,3% higher than in
other agrocenoses. The protein content was somewhat lower.

Thus, the germination, stability and yield of peanut seeds are influenced by
many factors and conditions that are currently under the close supervision of agri-
cultural scientists and breeders.
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The article is devoted to problems that are directly related to agriculture: depletion and
destruction of arable land, shortage and pollution of fresh water. That is why new high-tech meth-
ods for farming are already needed. Growing crops without making much effort is the dream of
many farmers engaged in agriculture. Now it has become a reality, thanks to such a technological
process as aquaponics. The article describes the basic principles of aquaponics, discusses the
main historical stages of the development of the aquaponics method are regarded, and further
ways to improve it are also underlined.

The name of the process of industrial agricultural and farm production arose
as a result of the merger of two areas of activity of the human community — hydro-
ponics and the direction of aqua-biosystems.

Aquaponics is a part of industrial agricultural production and is a simulated
combined ecosystem of automatic and semi-automatic control of the state of the
aquatic environment, temperature and lighting with an automechanical hydroponic
method of growing plants. The symbiotic component of aquaponics is a symbiosis
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of the existence of artificially bred freshwater animals, hydroponic crops of agricul-
tural plants and colonies processing organic residues of bacteria [1].

In other words, aquaponics is a hybrid system in which pond farming and hy-
droponics are connected to each other. Greens and vegetables are cultivated in con-
tainers where there is no soil, and plants receive nutrition from wastewater that is
discharged from reservoirs. Bacteria from fish waste products are used to feed
plants, and then the same water is returned back to the reservoir in a purified form

[5] (Fig. 1).

Aquaponics can be used both indoors — in a greenhouse, and in an open area.

Provided that everything is done correctly, then in addition to the installation
itself, a very small amount of chemicals and fertilizers will be required. And it also
happens that it is not necessary at all — only water with fish waste products is used.

The principle of operation of aquaponics is the introduction of changes not
only in the methods of farming, but also in the methods of harvesting and its further
consumption [3].

Aquaponics is an artificial microecosystem in which the main components are
aquatic organisms, plants and bacteria. The essence of the method is to use the waste
products of aquatic organisms as a nutrient basis for plant growth. Organisms emit
toxic substances for themselves: carbon dioxide, phosphorus compound, ammonium
and potassium. If these substances accumulate in the water, it certainly becomes a
serious problem in recycling systems. Nevertheless, these same substances are sig-
nificant components of nutrient solutions in hydroponics.

The waste products of aquatic organisms are transformed by bacteria and dis-
posed of by plants, therefore, in aquaponics, the problem with toxic substances is
solved by itself. This technology operates on the principle of an ecosystem in which
all links are interconnected, and, accordingly, is environmentally safe. Aquaculture
facilities are mainly fish, crustaceans or mollusks that provide nutrients to plants,
and plants, equally, work as a biofilter, and at the same time using substances toxic
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to fish for their development and growth. In this system, bacteria are additional or-
ganisms that use chemical reactions of their own metabolism to convert ammonia
into nitrates and nitrites, which are safer for fish. Thus, it turns out a simulation of a
real ecosystem — a kind of symbiosis of plants, fish and bacteria. This approach
makes it possible to significantly reduce and even completely eliminate wastewater
discharge.

This process completely eliminates the need to use chemical fertilizers with a
complicated dosing system. The whole process of using chemicals occurs in a closed
cycle and in a natural way. The process of purification and processing also proceeds
in the same way. Consequently, aquaponics copies the natural cycle in nature
(Fig. 2).

Today aquaponics is one of the most innovative methods of farming. Its
method is to waste some participants in the process for food to others, and vice versa.

Aquatic organisms (fish) emit a variety of wastes that contain: phosphorus,
potassium, ammonia, nitrogen, carbon dioxide.

With a high concentration of these substances, the water becomes toxic,
which, in turn, creates a danger to the health of fish. And there is no way to do
without beneficial bacteria that recycle waste and make it safe for plants [4].

The exclusivity of aquaponics is that chemical fertilizers are practically not
used here. The whole process takes place naturally, so all the products produced are
100% organic, as they do not contain harmful substances.

Although the term "aquaponics" appeared relatively recently, the obvious ad-
vantages of joint cultivation of vegetation and freshwater animals were noticed by
the ancients and have been used for hundreds of decades: a valuable food product is
an aquatic inhabitant, not only fertilizing water in the process of its vital activity, but
also helping to control pests and weeds.

In Babylon, fish-breeding trenches filled with nutrient-rich water fed plants
that hung down and sank to the ground beneath them.

For more than two millennia in Southeast Asia, there has been a practice of
growing fish in rice fields, this is the so-called rice-fish farming — a combined farm
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in which a flooded rice field is simultaneously used for growing rice and fish. Rice
fields (checks) during the growing season of plants are shallow (depth 10-30 cm)
reservoirs in which thermophilic fish can live: carp, silver carp, etc. Carp in search
of food loosen the soil, eat the larvae of rice mosquitoes and other rice pests, weed
seeds, fertilize the soil with their excrement; as a result, the yield of rice increases.
When feeding carp and checking the application of fertilizers, the productivity of
fish also increases from 1 ha of the water area.

With modern agricultural technologies, the method of joint cultivation of rice
and fish has become inferior to the more efficient method of separate cultivation, in
which rice fields are treated with water vapor. Rice is usually grown in such fields
together with carp, white cupid, silver carp. Rice checks are fertilized, filled with
water to a depth of 60-70 cm. The yield of fish increases, the clogging of rice fields
decreases. The next year, on the checks, where the accumulated water vapor was the
predecessor, the rice harvest increases.

The integrated method of land use has been used since ancient times in China,
Japan, India, Indonesia, Vietnam, on the island of Taiwan, as well as in South Amer-
ican countries. In the 20th century, due to the expansion of the area under rice crops,
this method became widespread in Italy, Spain, Hungary and other European coun-
tries. Most foreign countries use carp and silver carp for harvesting rice checks. In
the countries of Southeast Asia, carp, hanos, telapia, gourami, catfish, snakehead are
also grown, in South America — largemouth buffalo, catfish and largemouth bass.

Modern aquaponics is rightfully considered a kind of hydroponics, the history
of which begins with the experiments of the Dutchman Johann Van Helmont in the
first decade of the seventeenth century, who proved that plants can be grown without
soil by properly preparing water. Numerous observations have shown that the water
used for growing plants by hydroponics is self-purified, that is, the substances dis-
solved in it are absorbed by the root system. The first to derive practical benefit from
this fact were lovers of ornamental fish. It was for them that aquarium phytofilters
authored by Nikolai Fedorovich Zolotnitsky appeared. In 1885, in the book "The
amateur Aquarist", he gave a brief description of them and explained the mechanism
of the action. They noticed that the plants decorating aquariums, whose roots were
lowered into the water, grow with no less efficiency than on the ground with inten-
sive fertilizer. And fish swimming in such water develop well and do not get sick.
However, at that time this scientific fact had limited application.

Today, in the era of energy conservation and environmental priorities, aqua-
ponics has received a new development. There are many farms in the west where
eco-friendly products are grown using aquaponics, and even films have been made
popularizing this business. At first, growing vegetables on aquaponics comple-
mented fish farming was secondary, but with the growing demand for environmen-
tally friendly products, aquaponics became the main direction. The very name "ag-
uaponics" was proposed by a group of scientists from the University of the Virgin
Islands, who have been developing and implementing a special closed system for
decades. The resulting system eventually received the name "aquaponics", because
it combines two advanced technologies: "aquaculture", implying the breeding of fish
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in a well-organized system, and "hydroponics", that is, the method of growing plant
products not in the soil, but in the aquatic environment [6].

Aquaculture is younger, it is better known as "fish farming", according to this
technology, schools of fish are grown in a controlled environment both in the seas
and on land. Although these technologies have been used before, but now, with the
development of scientific thought, they have reached a new level, and their integra-
tion into one system gives an even more tangible effect [2].

Parenthood is a biological and social relationship between spouses and chil-
dren, including the birth and upbringing of a child, ensuring their familiarization
with the cultural and spiritual and moral values of society. Biologically, men become
fathers and women become mothers at the moment of the birth of their first child
[6].

Parenting is considered to be a complex and controversial process. The works
of the outstanding scientist L.S. Vygotsky were devoted to the topic “Parenthood”.
In his writings, Lev Semenovich emphasizes that the genesis of parenthood is deter-
mined by the social situation of development, which is defined as ““a peculiar, age-
specific, exceptional, unique and inimitable relationship between a child and their
environment” [2].

Parenthood is inextricably linked with the development of culture, and its de-
velopment occurs only in the context of interaction with surrounding adults: in emo-
tional communication in infancy, through mastering the objective reality, in play and
educational activities, etc. All this, ultimately, leads to a change in the psychological
structure, the psychological content of parenthood and the arbitrary implementation
of the parental function (psychological support of child development) [5].

In Russian science, this issue is most intensively discussed in the works of
R.V. Ovcharova, A.I. Antonov, A.Ya. Varga, L.F. Obukhova, A.S. Spivakovskaya,
V.N. Druzhinin, O.A. Shagraeva, L.B. Schneider, etc.

For example, A.Y. Varga in his work “Systemic family psychotherapy” con-
siders the family as “a social system, a complex of elements and their properties that
are in dynamic connection with each other”. This approach provides support for the
family system as a unit of influence in the process of psychotherapy [1].

R.V. Ovcharova indicates that “the modern type of family is characterized by
greater sovereignty in relation to the system of society and the relative freedom of
members within it” [4].

V.N. Druzhinin believes that at all times, among all peoples, the main and
only specific function has been the socialization of the child, and other functions
were additional and changed over the centuries [3].

The study of the phenomenon of parenthood is determined by the opportunity
to prove that there are differences in the understanding of parenthood in accordance
with certain social characteristics.

The object of the study is the idea of a real and ideal parent among students.

The subject of the study is the influence of social factors on the peculiarities
of the idea of a real and ideal parent among students.
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The purpose of the article is to consider the features of readiness to
parenthood, taking into account various social factors (gender, age, presence or ab-
sence of siblings, characteristics of a two-parent family or one-parent family).

The research base is students of Astrakhan State University (here in after re-
ferred to as ASU students) aged from 17 to 22 years.

Testing was conducted among 42 ASU students aged 17 to 22 years. Out of
42 students were 25 students aged 17-18 years, 8 students aged 19-22 years. 9 stu-
dents did not indicate their age. Out of 42 students were 28 people, who were from
a two-parent family, 13 people, who were from a one-parent family. One person did
not indicate the characteristics of their family.

The objectives of the study were theoretical (study the scientific literature on
the topic “Peculiarities of students’ readiness to parenthood”; choose a methodology
for identifying the psychological aspect of students’ readiness to parenthood) and
practical (conduct testing with the selected methodology among students; determine
the results of testing according to the methodology; identify general trends and fea-
tures of the psychological aspect of readiness to parenthood among students in ac-
cordance with social factors).

The study was based on the methodology of R.V. Ovcharova and Yu.A. Degt-
yareva “The methodology of the idea of an ideal and real parent”.

R.V. Ovcharova and Yu.A. Degtyareva identified 54 polar pairs of qualities,
which formed the basis of the methodology. Each pair is offered to be evaluated on
a 7-point scale (from -3 to +3), depending on the intensity of the quality of the sub-
ject. The qualities placed second in the questionnaire are considered by the authors
of the methodology to be more preferable than those that were first. Therefore, the
points related to the qualities on the right are taken with a plus sign, and the points
for the qualities on the left are taken with a minus sign. Thus, for each component,
the subject can score from -54 to +54 points. The qualities inherent in the method-
ology can be differentiated by three components:

— cognitive (the first 18 pairs) (parents’ awareness of parentage with children,
the idea of themselves as a parent, knowledge of their parental functions, the idea of
an ideal parent, the image of a spouse and a child);

— emotional (the second 18 pairs) (subjective feeling of oneself as a parent,
parental feelings, attitude to a child, to oneself as a parent, to the spouse as a parent
of a common child);

— behavioral (the third 18 pairs) (the skills and activities of the parent in caring
for the child, their upbringing and development, the style of family education) [4].

The technique “Representation of images of an ideal and real parent” was pre-
sented to 45 ASU students aged 17 to 22 years. Among the criteria for comparison,
the following features were selected:

— gender;

— age;

— two-parent / one-parent family;

— presence / absence of siblings.

Comparison on the grounds of gender and the presence / absence of siblings,
was considered to be incorrect, due to the uneven distribution of groups.
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Comparing the results of the images of the ideal and real parents, without tak-
ing into account these criteria, higher values should be noted in the assessment of
the real parent. The fact 1s that it is easier to supplement the existing image with the
desired features than to recreate it from scratch.

Subjects from one-parent families scored more points in the “ideal parent”
column than subjects from full families (Table 1). The fact can be attributed to the
psychological tendency to search for more positive traits in an ideal image, because
in childhood, due to the absence of a second parent, some traits of the trustees of the
subjects could show insufficiently.

The subjects from two-parent families scored more in the graph of the real
image, which may indicate greater satisfaction with the real prototypes of the parent,
respectively, a greater understanding of the specifics and nature of parenthood (Ta-
ble 1).

The index of the emotional aspect of the “ideal parent” among students from
one-parent families is much higher than that of students from two-parent families,
which means that children who grew up in one-parent families have a much greater
need for emotional relationships with both parents. And, conversely, students from
two-parent families scored almost the same number of points in the “emotional as-
pect” column in the “real parent”, which indicates a more formed idea of the family
model, of parenthood in general.

There is also a difference in the perception of a “real” parent among students
from two-parent and one-parent families. The fact is that, according to indices, stu-
dents from two-parent families have fairly formed ideas about themselves as poten-
tial parents, and from one-parent ones are vague (Table 1 “cognitive aspect”).

The analysis of the results by age shows that the idea of an “ideal” parent
among students aged 17-18 is significantly higher than among students aged 19-22.
The reason for such values may be not yet fully “independent” life, and still, in part,
children’s views on the role of parents in their lives. Therefore, students aged 19-22
have more realistic idea of their parents due to greater separation (for the most part)
from their parents (Table 2).

Students aged 19-22 have a higher idea of a “real” parent than students aged
17-18. The reason for this difference may be that students aged 19-22 look more
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specifically at parenthood: they are parents themselves, or they are preparing to be-
come parents (Table 2).

As for certain aspects, according to the Table 2, it is noticeable that the ideas
of students aged 19-22 about the “real” and “ideal” parent are contrasting (students
aged 19-22 scored on average more points on the “real” parent than on the “ideal”
one). This indicates a more real adult, formed view of parenthood, an understanding
of both the causes of behavior and emotions of their parents.

Thus, students aged 19-22 have a relatively clear understanding of the specific
problems of parenthood. Students aged 17-18 have common, but not quite real ideas
about how it is advisable to act, being in a situation of child-parent relations in the
role of a parent.

As for the behavioral aspect, both in the case of the image of the “real” parent
and in the case of the image of the “ideal”, it shows higher scores in the total sample
than the other aspects, which indicates a greater need for students in knowledge and
skills in child care, on a parenting style and its content. This is typical both for age-
related factors and the traits of the family.

According to the indices, modern youth quite consciously approaches
parenthood as a complex, multifaceted, ambiguous process for the most part. This
process, is considered to be one of the most important in the life of both a child and
a parent, and that is why parenthood, as a psychological phenomenon, is of interest
no longer as a process, but as the content of its various aspects that affect the for-
mation of an idea about it in connection with various features of ontogenesis in each
person.
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The article deals with the urgent problem of moral development of preschool children as-
sociated with social values and increasing cases of child cruelty. The importance of moral educa-
tion is emphasized. Different points of view of teachers on moral education of preschool children
are considered. The necessity of clear norms of behavior and development of social skills is em-
phasized. Special attention is paid to the formation of humane relations between children, famil-
iarization with culture and universal values, building relationships with children on the basis of a
humane and benevolent attitude.

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In our time, the moral development of preschool children has become a crucial
issue. Modern society is confronted with spiritual emptiness, loss of values, and hu-
man alienation from culture, exacerbating the transformation of notions of good and
evil. Educators observe an increase in cases of child cruelty, emotional detachment,
aggression, and self-isolation. Therefore, the moral development of children not only
shapes the individuality of each child but also constitutes a key condition for the
survival of society as a whole. The importance of moral education is emphasized by
legal norms regulating preschool education, making moral education the primary
goal of practically all preschool educational programs.

N.M. Sokolnikova regards moral education as a significant aspect of a child's
socio-communicative development. She highlights the formation of humane rela-
tionships among children and the development of emotional responsiveness and em-
pathy as key aspects of this process. During moral education, children internalize
moral norms and values, forming their moral consciousness, nurturing moral senti-
ments, and establishing habits of proper behavior [7].

R.S. Bure emphasizes the importance of clear explanation of behavioral norms
in the group, prevention of potential conflicts among children, and the insistence on
morally justified actions. According to the author, collaborative activities among
preschoolers become a powerful tool for moral education when attention is paid to
the development of social skills. This includes the ability to listen to peers, consider
their interests, resolve conflicts peacefully, work in teams, and cultivate important
moral values such as politeness, cultural behavior, and taking responsibility for one's
actions [2].

Y.A. Demakhina believes that the foundation for moral development lies in
involving preschool children in culture and universal human values [4].

V.B. Veretennikova underscores the importance of warm and respectful atti-
tudes toward each child, a fundamental aspect of the moral development of older
preschoolers in their interactions with peers and adults. She advocates building the
pedagogical process based on a human-centered approach to children, aiming to cre-
ate circumstances where a child's participation contributes to their overall develop-
ment [3]. It is essential to eliminate factors promoting antisocial behavior and create
conditions encouraging the voluntary adoption and adherence to moral norms. The
pedagogical process should promote the formation of socially significant learning
motives, spiritual growth, moral development, empathy, mutual assistance, and unite
the children's group around shared goals and principles of interaction [1].

E.V. Matyukhina asserts that moral education plays a pivotal role in shaping
a child's personality, directly influencing their intellectual, labor, physical, and aes-
thetic development. She emphasizes the close connection between moral education
of preschool children and their moral behavior and interaction with the surrounding
world [6].

T.G. Khanova and N.V. Vyolova argue that fundamental aspects of a child's
personality, initial moral attitudes, and principles are formed by the age of seven.
Moral education fosters a humane attitude toward the world, shapes the overall di-
rection of a child's personality, their system of values, and self-regulation. This leads
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to the development of morally valuable behavioral habits, such as empathy, compas-
sion, kindness, and responsiveness. The authors emphasize that moral education can
be conducted in various spheres of children's activities [9].

O.G. Tereshchenko underscores the importance of instilling a humanistic ap-
proach to communication in preschool educational institutions. She affirms that the
foundations of a child's moral character are laid in the collective of peers through
their interactions. A child's participation in group activities enhances their moral ex-
perience, especially when they play with a partner [8].

N.A. Kolesova expresses concern about the lack of politeness, kindness, and
respectful behavior among children in modern times. She observes that contempo-
rary children face challenges in assimilating moral norms due to a lack of friendli-
ness and communication skills among people [5].

Thus, moral education of preschool children is an important task facing mod-
ern society. It contributes to the formation of humane relations between children, the
development of their emotional responsiveness and empathy, as well as moral qual-
ities of personality. Moral education should be based on the principle of respect for
the child's personality, as well as on familiarizing the child with culture and universal
values. The teacher shall build relationships with children on the basis of a humane
and benevolent attitude, creating conditions for their comprehensive development
and the formation of socially significant motives for learning, spiritual upliftment,
moral formation, empathy, mutual assistance and unification into a single collective.
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The article is devoted to the problem of updating the environmental aspect in agroengi-
neering technologies. The article notes that the implementation of modern methods for ensuring
the effective and environmentally safe functioning of agricultural production requires the creation
of experimental sites for comprehensive scientific research and demonstration of the system: ma-
chine technology — monitoring — control.

The modern environmental situation is primarily the result of the activities of
production enterprises. Emissions of harmful substances into the atmosphere, dis-
charges of pollutants into water bodies, domestic or storm sewers, low level of waste
processing and high resource intensity of technologies lead to global environmental
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problems — man-made pollution of the environment and exhaustion of natural re-
sources. Due to the need to reduce the anthropogenic impact on the biosphere, the
environmental aspect of the activities of enterprises becomes one of the priorities.

An "environmental aspect" is a part of an organization's activities, its products
or a service that can have an impact on the environment [2]. These components are
an integral part and result of the technologies used. The adoption in 2014 of Law Ne
219-FZ "On Amendments to the Federal Law" On Environmental Protection "and
certain legislative acts of the Russian Federation" emphasizes the inextricable link
between technological and environmental aspects of economic activity. This led to
the transition to state environmental regulation and technical rationing based on the
best available technologies (BAT) [4].

For regions and areas with unbalanced specialization in agriculture ("crop pro-
duction — animal husbandry") with a predominance of animal husbandry and the
accumulation of biogenic elements, a conceptual plan was developed to create mod-
ular centers for the deep processing of manure, droppings and other organic materi-
als from rural areas. The scheme makes it possible to justify the locations of deep
processing centers, the composition of technological and technical solutions for ob-
taining secondary resources and goods from organic waste with the connection of
their further use or sending to external consumers. These deep processing centers
can become promising producers of high-quality and demanded products for many
countries. For example, according to calculations for the Leningrad region, it is pos-
sible to produce up to 1,000,000 tons of highly efficient organic mineral fertilizers
per year for a total amount of at least 10 billion rubles [1].

The environmental agenda provides for the following areas of research [3]:

1. Development of criteria for assessment of technologies and equipment that
ensure environmental safety, environmental sustainability in the process of agricul-
tural production.

2. Creation of principles and algorithms for the formation of biotechnologies
in the production of agricultural products.

3. Forecasting the possible negative impact on the environment when using
intensive and biotechnologies in the production of agricultural products.

4. Development of effective methods, technologies and equipment to maintain
the sustainability of agricultural ecosystems.

5. Creation of intelligent systems to select the best available technologies and
equipment to ensure the sustainable functioning of agricultural ecosystems, pro-
cessing organic waste of agricultural production.

6. Preparation of methodological recommendations for the introduction of bi-
otechnology into the production of organic products.

The directions of agroecological research for the near future will be projects
related to digital monitoring, the development of "smart" technologies and technical
means for collecting information and making decisions in real time. Research related
to the development of new methods for assessing the risks of changing the state of
agroecosystems and ensuring their sustainable functioning will also become rele-
vant. The implementation of modern methods to ensure efficient and environmen-
tally safe agricultural production will require the creation of experimental sites for
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comprehensive scientific research and demonstrations of the "machine technology —
monitoring — management" system [2].
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
